EMS Response Protocol

EMS trained firefighters--en route

1. Evaluate incident by means of radio traffic. Request additional resources if you think they will be needed.

2. Establish plan of action—mentally review treatment protocols

3. Do not take an engine if it will delay first response to medical calls.

4. If resources are on scene or will be before you then take an engine if you pass a station.

5. Request directions from Base as required.

EMS trained firefighters—first on scene

1. Size-up scene safety

2. Go arrival on red 1. First unit goes in medical mode.

3. Assess incident—number of victims, need for additional resources

4. Triage as required

5. Initiate treatment

6. Radio report status update to Pridemark—chief complaint, emergent or non-emergent response, additional resources.

EMS trained firefighters—not first on scene

1. Size-up scene safety

2. Find IC if established, or first unit and get briefing. Assist as required.

3. Request additional resources if required

4. If treatment of victim permits establish command otherwise continue in medical mode

Non-EMS trained firefighters—first on scene (before or after first EMS unit)

1. Size-up scene safety

2. Go arrival on red 1 and establish command

3. Assess incident—number of victims, need for resources. If possible get briefing from EMS units.

4. Establish staging, traffic control, fire suppression as required

5. Plan for arrival of  Pridemark—use flagging or station units or bystanders for guiding.

Non-EMS trained firefighters—not first on scene

1. Park private vehicles away from scene. Leave keys.

2. Wear bunkers (for MVA) or forest shirt and helmet for identification.

3. Report to IC or EMS for direction.

4. Assist as required

5. Check-out after incident

EMS trained firefighters—post incident

1. Debrief at the scene—discuss what went right and what went wrong.

2. Agree on an EMS responder to write medical report. IC will write incident report. Med reports are required if we had medical contact with the victim.

3. File report within 24 hours in the Mountain Lodge station. Med reports will be faxed to Dr. Hogan for follow-up.
